TRAVEL INFORMATION

Access:

Arusha is served by two airports:

Kilimanjaro International Airport (JRO) has regular flights to Amsterdam with KLM, and to
Addis Ababa, Dar es Salaam, Zanzibar and Nairobi. Kilimanjaro Airport is approximately 60
km (45 min) from the city centre. A taxi ride costs USS50 but many airlines run a shuttle
service for free or USS10.

Arusha Municipal Airport (ARK) is on the outskirts of the city but only runs domestic flights,
mostly to Zanzibar and Dar es Salaam, and charters. Air viva offers regular flights between
Arusha and Dar es Salaam, Zanzibar and Kilimanjaro.

Arusha can be reached by express coach from Nairobi (Kenya, 6 hr), Dar es Salaam (12 hr),
and Kampala (Uganda, 17 hr) with direct services also available from Mwanza, Tanga, and
Lushoto.

Transport in Arusha
Delegates attending the conference will be provided with transport only for the following:-

e Courtesy transport to and from the Kilimanjaro International Airport and Arusha
Airports on arrival and departure from Arusha for foreign delegates.

e Transport for participation in the site visits

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Visa

Please note that it is your responsibility to have the right visa, vaccinations and health
requirements for your visit to Tanzania. The Organising committee will assist by providing
invitation letters required for visa purposes. Your country may have specific requirements
and the following is provided for your information.

Requirements/Guidelines for obtaining visa for Tanzania

Australian, New Zealand, British, Canadian and EU nationals, among other nationalities need
to obtain a visa for Tanzania prior to travel. Applicants are advised to apply early to avoid
last minute delays.

Exemption of Visa

Currently, the nationals of the following countries do not need a visa for travel to Tanzania:
Botswana, Gambia, Ghana, Hong Kong (Special Administrative Region of China), Kenya,
Lesotho, Malawi, Mozambique, Namibia, Rwanda, Swaziland, Tanzania, Uganda, Zambia and
Zimbabwe.

Vaccinations

Since Tanzania is in the list of yellow fever endemic zone, it is advisable to have a
vaccination. A doctor's letter of exemption or medical certificate may be carried by those
travellers who are unable to obtain vaccinations due to personal medical conditions.

Arusha City

Arusha is a city in northern Tanzania. It is the capital of the Arusha Region and is
surrounded by some of Africa's most famous natural landscapes and national parks. The
place is a haven for all tourists who love nature and wildlife, be they young or old. Arusha is
also a great destination for family vacations.

Situated below Mount Meru on the eastern edge of the eastern branch of the Great Rift
Valley, it has a mild climate and is close to Serengeti, Ngorongoro Crater, Lake Manyara,
Olduvai Gorge, Tarangire National Park, and Mount Kilimanjaro which is the highest
mountain in Africa, as well as having its own Arusha National Park on Mount Meru. Arusha
is the starting off point for safaris in Northern Tanzania (Serengeti, Ngorongoro) as well as
those attempting to climb Mount Kilimanjaro and Mount Meru.

Arusha is also a home of the famous Maasai tribe, one of the few African tribes, which have
maintained their traditional customs and values, free from Western influence. Arushais a
major international diplomatic hub and the city hosts and is regarded as the de facto capital
of the East African Community. It is a multicultural city with a majority African population,
large Arab and Indian minorities and many European and American expatriates, engaged in
diplomatic affairs and the fast-growing local tourist industry. Religions and denominations
of Arusha's population are Catholic, Anglican, Jewish, Muslim, and Hindu.
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Climate

Despite its proximity to the equator, Arusha's elevation of 1,400 m on the southern slopes
of Mount Meru, Tanzania's second highest mountain keeps temperatures relatively low and
alleviates humidity. Cool dry air is prevalent for much of the year. The temperature ranges
between 13 and 30 degrees Celsius with an average around 25 degrees. It has distinct wet
and dry seasons, and experiences an eastern prevailing wind from the Indian Ocean, a
couple of hundred miles east. More details on the average weather data in Arusha visit
